The City of San Fernando in western Trinidad is the among
the smallest and is the fifth least populous municipality in
the country. San Fernando is bordered by the municipalities
of Couva-Tabaquite-Talparo to the north and east, Princes
Town to the east, Penal-Debe to the south, and the Gulf of
Paria to the west. Geographic features include hilly to flat
terrain, with streams, rivers and wetlands. Land use is
predominantly residential, with some commercial, industrial
and recreational designations. Primary economic drivers
are retail and distribution.
